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warrant. With [ R signed consent to enter her residence, I directed Detectives Kaspar and Laughlin to enter
the residence and telephone her daughter. Both detectives entered the residence, contacted [ daughter,
and left the residence. Dunng this time, Detective Kaspar advised me that I :d rcported there maybe an
answering machine tape recording in the residence that may have a recording about the domestic incident carlier
today. A request to retrieve that recording was attached to the search warrant affidavit. No tape-recording was
recovered in the residence. Upon completing the searches of both residences, a copy of the warrant and property
list was lefl inside the residences.

On 10-14-01, Detective Tougas reported that Witness _told him that [ Baton and R
-ad discovered illegal drugs in the garage o-as they were attempting to locate the
suspect's wallet. On 10-15-01, I directed Detective Hagel to respond (_Upon his arrival, he
contacted [ d vas told by her that illegal drugs were found inside the residence. Based upon
Detectives Tougas and Hagel reports, I directed Detective Petersen to complete another search warrant for [l

_ to search for illegal drugs. While waiting for the search warrant, the residence was secured with one
patrol officer at the residence. At 1535 hours, Detective Petersen obtained a signed search warrant. Shortly
thereafter, I served the search warrant. Again, I knocked on the front door, identified myself as a deputy sheriff
and announced | had a scarch warran! and demanded entry. A scarch of the residence did not recover any illegal
drugs.

As the investigation continued, detectives contacted surrounding neighbors for any additional witnesses
as well as re-interviewing several other witnesses. Refer to supplemental reports for details. The reports indicate
that the suspect attempted to gain entry into lhc- residence via the front door. The suspect was in
possession of a knife and several deputies had their handguns drawn. During this time, the suspect confronted
the deputies with the knife. The deputies shot several times at the suspect. The suspect appeared to have fallen
to the ground and then immediately got up. The suspect walked to the east side of the residence and entered the
backyard through a gate. All the while the witnesses continued to hear the deputies yell at the suspect to drop
the knife. While in the backyard, Deputy Alvarez sprayed the suspect with O.C. Shortly thereafier, the suspect
returned to the front yard where a deputy hit the suspect’s hand with his baton. The suspect was holding the
knife with the same hand that the deputy had hit. The suspect was able to hold onto the knife. The suspect
continued to the front door of -nnd unsuccessfully attempted to gain entry into the house. Then the suspect
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scveral deputies knock on the front door. -nlocked the door and opened it. The deputies ran through the
house and out the sliding door. -nmodiatcly locked the rear sliding door. Moments later, the deputics
returned to the sliding door. -nlockod the sliding door and opened it. Again, the deputics ran through the
house and out the front door. [Nl cked both the front and rear doors. During this time, both [ Gk~ I
were in the rear bedroom.

-aw the suspect and deputies “run across” Montgomery Street. -ominucd to hear a “lot of
yelling.”

In summary, -id not sce the shooting at his front door, but recalled hearing three gunshots. -
feared that the suspect was attempting to enter his house to get [IIEGzN —card the deputies continued to
yell at the suspect to drop the knife throughout the entire incident. He saw the suspect continued to hold onto
the knife. -aw the suspect and deputies returned to the suspect’s house. Again, -id not see the
second shooting, but heard the deputies yelling at the suspect followed by numerous gunshots.

On or about 10-22-01, Detective Kaspar advised that an ex-neighbor of the Pattons, identified as -

summary of a telephone interview I had wilh_

next door to the Pattons. In the late 1990s, Pattons had lived at _Whilc living ox_
_indicatod she had a fence built in the backyard separating her backyard with the Pattons’
backyard. During that time, the B . Thomas Patton began harassing her and her family members.
Between 1995-1 997,-md her husband had call the police numerous times concemning the harassment
incidents involving the Pattons. On many occasions-reponed she saw the Pattons “drunk a lot” and felt
that they were “major alcoholics.” She indicated Tom had cut down a portion of their fence. She stated “Tom
pretty much always had a beer in his hand” and “the wifc-l think kind of drank the hard stuff.” She said
she always heard Tom and -elling at each other, but was unaware of any physical abuse, The Pattons

continued to harass not only her and her family but friends and fellow neighbors who visited her homc-
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recalled an incident involving Tom chasing her babysitters in his car‘-xlicvcs the incident was reported to
the police.

During the time of the harassments, -statcd that Thomas had lunged towards her during a
verbal argument. She indicated that Tom was intoxicated and “just snap.” After this particular incident, [ ENGTGN
and her husband obtained a restraining order against [[BMlnd Thomas Patton. Since the restraining order was
served on the Pattons, the harassments had stopped.
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
